· A course design document

· A sample lesson making up the course

· A test to evaluate lesson achievement


	Design Document
	Guidelines for the course design document are found on page S-9 and following.  Although we did not have time during PDET to work on this, much of the data is already available to you  on your NA Training Planner Worksheet and in your job analysis started during PDET.


	What to Include
	Include the following elements in your design document as outlined on p. S-11.

· Overview – 3-5 sentences

· Summary of NA findings – 1-2 paragraphs

· Significant audience features

· Major functions and tasks relevant to your proposed course

· Course Outline – specifies unit and lesson titles

· Course Objectives – 1-3 objectives for entire course

· Sample Lesson – should be a complete enhanced version of your lesson started during class

· Evaluation strategy – how the impact of the course will be measured at each of the 4 levels


	Sample Lesson
	Your sample lesson should be an expanded and polished version of the lesson you drafted during the PDET class.  It should include:

· Title page with graphic and your name,date

· Introductory page following PDET specs

· 2 or more knowledge maps with practice (concepts or processes)

· 1 or more major lesson task maps with practice (procedure or principle)

· Lesson summary


	Sample Test
	Your test should include 2 items:

· Multiple choice at the use level to match knowledge section of lesson

· Performance at the use level to match major lesson task


	Deadline
	Send your design document, lesson, and test sample to your mentor either by e-mail or regular mail on the date agreed.  Bring copies of your final lesson to the BEX class since you will use it during class exercises and may share it with your colleagues during the class.
